Working in Western red cedar, hamburg cane, and Madagascar 

raffia, this small basket moves from square base to round rim.   The 

base is woven in 2/2 twill; the sides are 2/2/ twill and a lattice twill 

checkerboard design, ending in an invisible rim.  Techniques include 

twills, lattice twining, lattice twill, and working with cedar and raffia.  

Previous twill experience is helpful.   Approx. 3ò D x 3ò W  x 3ò H

CEDAR SQUARES 
 SALLY ANAYA 

 

 

 

Students will taper natural and dyed brown reed staves 

and insert them into a walnut wood base.  Weave rows 

with natural and dyed brown hamburg cane over an 8ò 

bowl mold.  The turned walnut rim will be glued on.  

Approx. 8òD x 6ò H     All Levels 

Class, prep & material fee  $80    

 

Colorful and fun to weave!  Beginning on a double 

slotted base, students weave the inside wall with a 

continuous weave, concentrating on controlling the 

shape.  The outside of the basket is randed with a 

rainbow of colors, while focusing on maintaining the 

shape created with the inside basket.   Approx. 13ò D x

CLOVERLEAF BOWL    
JOANN KELLY CATSOS 

This basket evolved from JoAnnôs love of quadrafoil twill patterns 

found in fancy Shaker baskets.  It is woven of precisely prepared 

black ash splint over a wooden mold.  The contrast of lighter 

sapwood weavers against darker heartwood stakes and wide cherry 

center stakes makes this an exquisite little bowl.  Due to the small 

size of the project, prior twill experience is helpful.    

Approx. 4ò Dia x 1 Ĳò H   Intermediate/Advanced   

Class, prep & material fee $69 

 

Students weave a rectangular base, start/stop rows, and learn 

paired triple twining with a step-up at the end of each row.  

Unique bushel handles will be inserted into the weaving on 

the ends of the basket.   Some color choices for triple twining 

rows and assorted seasonal and non-seasonal tie-ons will be 

available.  Approx. 7ò x 11ò x 5ò H   Intermediate    

Class, prep & material fee $42 

 

Students will insert spokes into a rectangular slotted wood 

base, then twine, weave start/stop rows, and learn triple 

twined arrows with the ñstep-upò.  Swing handles will be 

inserted just before rimming.   Some color choices will be 

available.  Approx. 7ò x 12ò x 5ò H  Intermediate   

Class, prep & material fee $45 

 

 

Students start on a new cedar Rhomboid shaped base.  

Very Unique!  Using dyed and natural materials of 

spokes and weavers, the weaving pattern forms a color 

block on all sides.  Top it off with a leather rim.   

Embellishments will be offered at an extra cost.

An 

optional reed loop is added on the back for hanging. The rim is 

leather.

GODõS EYE EARRINGS 
OR ORNAMENTS

Woven of precisely prepared black ash splint over cherry 

sticks, these earrings are Godôs eyes, a classic lashing form 

recognized by most basketmakers.  You will have material 

for 2 pair of earrings or 2 larger ornaments.  Approx.  1ò x 

1ò  to 2ò x 2ò    All Levels   Class, prep & material fee $33 

 

 

Students get to make an 8 point cathead on a new angled cedar 

base.  Shaping is very important and we will spend lots of time 

on shaping techniques.  The design at the top is dyed flat reed 

and the rim is leather.   Embellishments will be offered for an 

additional cost.   Approx.  7ò x 5ò base x 11ò H  Intermediate   

Class, prep & material fee  $60 

 

This useful basket was inspired by an antique Shaker 

Basket.  Woven of finely prepared black ash splint over 

a wooden mold, the corner stakes are split to allow for 

the graceful shape of the corners.   The darker 

heartwood stakes and white sapwood weavers combine 

with the single lashed cherry rims to complete this 

dynamic basket.   Approx. 12ò L x 5ò W x 2 İò H   

Intermediate    Class, prep & material fee  $99
